encourage you to apply.

HOW TO APPLY

Applicants are asked to submit:

•	 a brief statement of interest;

•	 one letter of reference; and

•	 proof of connection to an Indigenous community.

Applications can be sent to education@vireb.com and will be reviewed quarterly by an anonymous 

selection committee. There is no limit to the number of scholarships awarded each quarter; funding 

is available until the annual program budget is reached..
